Minutes of last AGM
	The meeting was opened at 7.20pm by the President.  The secretary explained that copies of the minutes of last year’s meeting had been sent to all attendees at last year’s AGM in March 2010 and no corrections had been recommended.  The minutes were accepted as correct (proposed by Dave McMahon and seconded by Marin Orlich).
Business Arising from last AGM
	There was no business arising from the minutes.
President’s Report
Andy de Haan read out the President’s Report which is attached.
Secretary/Treasurer’s Report
	Harry Anderson presented the Secretary/Treasurer’s Report which was accepted (proposed by Dave McMahon and seconded by Marin Orlic).  He advised that the balance sheet would be posted on the HSS website.   He also advised that he would be unable to do the Secretary’s job for most of this season but will assist the new Secretary to get the 2011 competition started.

Nominations for 2011 Competition
	The following teams were nominated for the 2010 competition:
Hornsby 1, Horsnby 2, North Ryde 1, North Ryde 2, Norths 1, Norths 2, Castlehill,  Pittwater,  with a possible additional team from either Pittwater or Narabeen	 
Dates for Pre-Season Competition and Round 1 of HSS
It was agreed that no matches are to be scheduled over the Easter/Anzac Day period, the Pre-Season Competition will be played at Pittwater RSL Club (Alternatively Norths) on Tuesday 12 April commencing at 7.00pm.   Round 1 of the HSS Cup will commence at 7.30pm on Tuesday 19 April.   A fixture list will be produced when the number of teams have been confirmed, and provided at the Pre-Season fixture.
2011 Subscriptions
	The Treasurer called for $100 cheques from each team to be sent to him before Round 4 of the competition, and explained the set up for reporting results. Preferred method is entry of result in the HSS website result page by the home team, or if this is not convenient, result with breaks of 40+ by email to davidm@cogenttech.com.au   In addition the result sheet should be faxed by the home team to 9986 1131 to enable recording of players match history. 
Finals and Semi Finals Venues
For the last few years the competition has enjoyed the benefit of having both semi finals played at the same venue on the same night to enable anyone to watch both matches.  This can only be achieved at Hornsby.  It was agreed that subject to the approval by the Hornsby RSL Club Board of Directors, the following would be scheduled to take place at Hornsby RSL Club:

Both HSS Semi-Finals on same night with tables reserved for 2 hours prior to start;
HSS Grand Final and Presentation Function immediately following the match
A fixture list is to be promulgated with venues for the knockout stages to be shared by the other clubs.  A venue for the Scottish Cup Grand Final is still to be decided. 

Scottish Cup Finals Format
If there are less than 8 teams it was agreed that the Scottish Cup would be played for by the teams positioned 5th, 6th and 7th after the last round.  If there were 8 or more teams we will revert to the same format as the HSS finals.
Any Other Business
John Beacham thanked the HSS organisation for allowing Pittwater RSL Club to enter the competition.
Jeff Farrugia encouraged the idea of more teams, in particular one from Pittwater and one from Narabeen as the BSA NSW wants to encourage more clubs to participate in competitions like the HSS.
Andy deHaan proposed a new ruling for this year’s competition for “foul and miss”.  This will require a foul and miss to be called automatically for a failure to strike a ball-on in a fully snookered situation on the first attempt (this will remove any argument about whether a genuine attempt was made).  However a foul and miss can only be called again if subsequent attempts to hit a ball on is struck with insufficient force to reach a ball-on or no real attempt has been made.  This was agreed by the majority of those attending the AGM and will therefore apply during the 2011 competition.  Jeff Farrugia advised that what Andy is proposing is virtually the same as the ruling adopted for the new Snooker League being organised and run by the BSA NSW which is the governing body for snooker in NSW.  An extract from the BSA NSW Snooker League Terms & Conditions, Rules and Bye-Laws is:

(8.e) An amended IBSF “Foul and Miss” rule shall be used in the league -The first foul and miss will be an automatic call of “Foul and Miss” and no subsequent call unless the player attempting the ball 
- can see other options and refuses them 
- rolls up short on the object ball or 
- misses by a very large margin and has not taken the easiest path to the object ball 
(this will be at the referees discretion). 
(8.f) The referee (markers) decision shall be final.	

There being no other business the meeting closed at 9.20pm.
